The war was a dark time for the textile industry
as well.

It became difficult to import raw cotton and
export cotton products.

There was also a shortage of materials to make
Toyoda Automatic Loom, Type G, so production
had to be temporarily suspended.

Furthermore, due to the Metal Collection Order
(metal donation),

237,000 cotton staph looms across the country
were scrapped.

After the war, Toyoda Automatic Loom, Type G
contributed to recovery by exporting goods

in return for the import of essential goods,
and in 1951, Japan's cotton textile exports
returned to first place in the world.
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
